Product Safety Aware Requirement Guidelines

The Product Safety Awareness Program is centered on education and training. PPAI recognizes that
many companies may already receive product safety education and training which could be deemed as
qualifying alternative criteria in lieu of the required Product Safety Awareness courses provided by PPAI.

In order to achieve Product Safety Aware status outside of the established program, organizations that
provide proof of attendance at alternative product safety education and training sessions provided by
outside resources, will be considered.* These courses can include live events or webinars which
address the following topics related to product safety: risk management, current issues and trends,
children’s products, chemical/physical/mechanical hazard assessment/analysis/mitigation, reporting
obligations, import/export compliance, product recall management, and brand protection.

The education and training topics should include some reference to the following:

1. Federal Regulations:
a. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC)
i. Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act (CPSIA)
1. How to determine if, when, and how your product could be considered
a children’s product
ii. Undue Influence

2. State Regulations (as applicable to products):
a. Bisphenol-A (BPA): CA, CT, DE, ME, MD, MA, MN, NY, WA, and VT
